Dock Master’s Report:
· Discussion of recent storm causing chaos and boat rescues at both boat launches. 
Dedicated neighbors worked heroically during the Aug 4th  storm to secure many boats/docks. It was very high wind with turbulent water. Thank you to all who helped.

Molly suggested additional wording for renters on our Boat Dock rules and regulations. Jim is working on specific wording for AirBB and renters who wish to use our boat 
            launch. Discussion on restricting lake use to renters who are not residents of the town.    
            No transfer of boats, and cannot sublet the slip were a few thoughts discussed. 
            More rocks were removed from South Beach Launch.
                   
Property Committee Report:
· Discussion about large rock to be moved at South Beach. Jeremy Hall from our town is away. Suggestion to call Butler Construction again. No return calls from them. 
This delays Kayak rack construction. 
· Planning Kayak rack at south beach, update discussed by Dave. Materials arrived. 
· Discussion about beach pass enforcement and locks on gates. 
Solar lights discussed for boat ramps/beaches.

Old Business:
· Garbage bag dispensers were installed and working well.
· Signs for beach passes have been posted, and a slow down sign was posted at the top of South Wangonk Trail. 
· New Rules to be added to the Boat Dock Registration Form. 
· Ryan mentioned he has constables on call to be hired for North Beach if needed.
· Large pole placed at North Launch. Boat Launch Closed sign on order.

New Business: 
· PIcture of the New Lock for North Beach was displayed. Ryan and Jerry worked to secure a lock system. They expedited this to be in place before Labor Day weekend. 
· The Town has provided Mushroom Anchor Signs for our 2 boat launches.

· Brookhaven Beach Association held an event on July 24th  to fire up the second compressor. This will run the 28 units of the new aeration system in our area.
About 40 people were present. Jeremy Hall from our town and John Tucci from
EverBlue spoke about the community backing this project in record time. Oxegyn levels have improved in Oakham Bay. 

Our PPC North Boat Launch water has improved. Bio Treatment postponed and should resume around Labor Day. Thank you to those in our PPC Association who attended
about 15 meetings on aeration and Lake Pocotopaug.
· Seminar on Condo/HOA from Att Cohen of West Hartford. Several officers attended this Zoom meeting to gather information on how CoVid impacts the way meetings are held. Some areas of discussion applied to PPC. It was very informative.
· Judy mentioned that the Save the Lake project has about 135 members and we are quite valuable to the EverBlue areation system.
