· VP Jerry thanked everyone for coming today. Jerry explained in detail, the water runoff issues we have at our properties. He has worked closely with Jeremy DeCarli from the town to improve the water drainage problems.
Jim Curtis has designed an area with sandbags to help keep water runoff from South Wangonk Trail, away from our beach sand. Flower boxes will also change the flow of water. Jerry asked that everyone be vigilant about removing chairs, toys, etc from beaches to keep them looking nice. 
· Secretary Cathy reports that many of our PPC members were very active with the Save The Lake Committee. It was the first year we have not closed the beaches due to algae.
· Treasurer Judy shared the P&L document for the 2020-2021 year. We are under budget for expenses this year. Officer’s checks are in the clubhouse. Last years mill rate was 1.09. We plan to transfer money to reduce our mill rate this year, post Covid. Judy mentioned that we can work with a resident if they wish to make a payment arrangement.
· Discussion around 5 properties that owe taxes.
· $500 rent to PPA to be transferred soon.

· Ryan presented the project list for 2020-2021: Clubhouse chimney repair, possible emergency generator for the hall. New Kayak rack at South Beach. More picnic tables for both Beaches & North Launch.Possible Clubhousel with interior/exterior paint.
· Property Committee: New grass was installed at North Beach. Roof Moss on the hall building is being addressed  The gutter that fell off is being re-attached. Quotes for the chimney repair have been received. Last fall new beach Picnic Tables were delivered and assembled by our outstanding property team. There is a dead tree at South Beach.
· Social/Rental committee: A socially distanced South Beach Bash was held to honor those who saved the boats at North Launch, during a treacherous storm. A piece of dock came loose from the seawall. About a dozen neighbors worked to move boats to South Beach. An appreciation donation was received and used for the food/party supplies. The Social Committee held a Fall Fling and a Spring Fling at the Clubhouse. The PPC will have a live music event on the beach in September.
